The history of National Disability Employment Awareness Month traces back to 1945, when
Congress enacted a law declaring the first week in October each year "National Employ the
Physically Handicapped Week." In 1962, the word "physically” was removed to acknowledge the
employment needs and contributions of individuals with all types of disabilities. In 1988, Congress
expanded the week to a month and changed the name to National Disability Employment
Awareness Month.

“President Trump’s administration is committed to ensuring that all Americans can access good,
family-sustaining jobs. A workforce that empowers everyone is good for job seekers as well as job
creators,” said U.S. Secretary of Labor Alexander Acosta. “Over the past year, the unemployment
rate for individuals with disabilities has significantly declined. Continued steady job creation will
provide even more opportunities for all Americans to get hired and provide for their families.”

A key focus of Goodwill’s mission of transforming lives and communities through the power of
education and employment is to provide individuals with disabilities in the Washington, D.C. are
the opportunity to obtain sustainable employment. This initiative is accomplished through the
hiring of over 130 individuals with disabilities in our contracts division via the AbilityOne Program.
